Manager, Kevin McKinley this event would not stand as tall it does each year. Kevin
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became true friends with Lieutenant Colonel Dan Rooney after the fellow PGA Golf
Professional told his story. Standing true to both Rooney’s and Kevin McKinley’s
passion to honor the fallen and educate their legacy, this Treetops Resort event is a gift
